WHEREAS, Resolution No. 2021-R-43 established procedures for resolutions amending the Non-District 
Budget or Capital Improvement Budget for Fiscal Year 2021-2022, and required that each must be heard 
twice and must be noticed once in a newspaper of general circulation in the municipality; and 

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to amend the Non-District Budget for supplemental 
appropriations.

SECTION 1 – FINDINGS

4.01 In the event of any conflict between the provisions of this resolution and any other resolution, in 

whole or in part, the provisions of this resolution will prevail to the extent of the conflict. 
 
SECTION 5 – SEVERABILITY 
 
5.01 If a court of competent jurisdiction finds that any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, 

or provision of this resolution is for any reason invalid or unconstitutional, that provision will be 
deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and will not affect the validity of the 
remaining portions of the resolution. 

  
SECTION 6 – EFFECTIVE DATE 
 
6.01 This resolution takes effect immediately.
