Mr. Thomas presented the results of the rankings : Keith Merritt receiving a 5, David 

(Matt) Raulerson receiving a 6, John Anastasio receiving a 6, Michael Funio receiving a 6, 

Regina Kardash receiving a 10, Jennifer Mantoni receiving a 12, Adriene Treasure 

receiving a 13, and Cynthia (Cindy) Orndoff receiving a 13.

Commission questions and discussion continued regarding review of each candidate ’s 

qualifications and professional experience.

Mr. Thomas continued the presentation including the next steps and interview dates.
